CALL TO ORDER

CERTIFICATION OF QUORUM

Tim Bianchi made a motion to add Joe DiSturco to fill one of the three vacant seats.  Jim Murphy, a homeowner, seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS

New landscaper – The new landscaping contractor, Lighthouse Lawn Maintenance will begin common area maintenance on April 1, 2007.
Streetlights – Tim Bianchi reported that nine new lights will be installed in Auburn Lakes and the HOA will not have to pay for a tenth light.  In addition, FPL will reimburse Auburn Lakes for the $1000 that the Association paid to FPL for the hand hold.
Liens – Tim Bianchi inquired about liens for non payment of assessments.  Tom Dillon stated that a letter from the attorney goes out to delinquent owners with attorney fees and at the end of the 2nd collection process in July, the liens will be placed.

Insurance – Tim Bianchi stated that the wind coverage will not be written without an appraisal.

New Paint Colors​ – The new proposed paint color book was passed around to all the members for view and vote.  Jim Murphy, a homeowner, made a motion to approve the new proposed colors.  Carol Strailer seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  The new colors will now go to the VECA MRC for approval.
