CALL TO ORDER
Anthony Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

CERTIFICATION OF QUORUM
Anthony Campbell certified that there was a quorum with 4 out of 5 of the Board
members present.

PROOF OF NOTICE
Tom Dillon of Fair/Way Management stated that notice of the meeting was posted in
accordance with the Association Bylaws.

MINUTES
Andy Morris made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 21, 2005 meeting as
written. Ed Wildner seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS
Overflow parking at the pool — Andy Morris reported that residents are leaving notes on
the vehicles that are using the parking lot for overflow parking and everything is going
well.

Excessive water use at the pool area — Tom Dillon reported that we have checked the
water meter and there is no problem with it. Beach Pool Service has tested the flow
meter in the vac pack and when it was shut off the pool dropped below the skimmers in
the pool, indicating that the leak is probably in the skimmers. American Leak Detection
will be contacted.
Streetlights — Tom Dillon explained that the streetlights would not be added where there
are not any due to the County stating that they have no money for lights. Mr. Dillon also
said that he would continue to check with the County so that if more money becomes
available, he would have Auburn Lakes added to the list. The residents may wish to
petition the County.
