     THE POOL








As many residents have noticed the pool continues to leak.  The board of directors has instructed management to obtain estimates for having the problem repaired this fall.  If anyone has a pool company referral, please contact Tom Dillon at FairWay Management.


Speaking of the pool, now that summer is here, let’s review the rules:


The pool hours are 6:00am to 10:00pm.  The pool restrooms will be open from approximately 8:00am to 8:00pm.


The pool code was changed in January.  The new code was mailed along with your January assessments.  If you do not have the code, please contact Fairway Management.


Items left at the pool will be removed and held for a very short period of time.  Those in search of lost items should contact Fairway Management.


Children under the age of 12 should be accompanied by a parent or guardian.


Infants and toddlers not toilet trained must swim diapers.


Alcoholic beverages are prohibited in the pool and pavilion areas.


Smoking is prohibited in the pool area and a receptacle is provided just outside the door for butts.


This is our community pool and should be treated as though it were in our own back yard.
